    A REVOLUTIONARY WAR SOLDIERS’                           

LETTER 

    This speech written in 1836 by Capt. John Gof-

fe, a Revolutionary War veteran, is presented be-

low. It is presumed the speech was given to an 

audience at Winfield , NY on July 4th, 1836. 

    Friends and Fellow Citizens, 

   We the old soldiers of the Revolution would ask 

your attention a few minutes while on this auspi-

cious day we give you our benediction, and give 

us leave to address you as our younger brethren 

and children. We that were men then on the stage 

of action when this American nation was born, 

when this auspicious day which we now celebrate 

had its birth. Brothers and children, let us call 

your attention and carry you back with us to those 

days, then a weak and feeble band we were called 

to contend for liberty and for freedom, and for our 

independence as a nation against one of the 

mightiest powers of Europe. We were then almost 

without military stores or munitions of war, but 

then you might see the farmer rubbing and scour-

ing up his old musket, and his wife or sister mak-

ing up a knapsack and all to carry to the war. So 

truly were we destitute of powder, than when 

called to fight the battle at Bunker Hill we didn't 

draw public stores but one gill 1 of powder a man, 

and so great was the want of powder in battle that 

the living soldier stripped the dead to get what 

powder he had left to fire at the enemy, and some 

of our soldiers flung stones. 

    Again when we look back to the birth of this 

day which we now celebrate when our first inde-

pendence was declared to the nation and to the 

world, and consider that our officers were not ex-

perienced in the arts of war and our soldiers un-
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disciplined, and that we had to contend with ex-

perienced officers and troops with discipline, 

surely we must say that the Lord helped us. It 

was the Lord's doings that we gained independ-

ence and it is marvelous in our eyes, especially to 

us who lived in those days and helped to accom-

plish those great things. Brethren and children of 

the men who fought your battles and gained our 

independence, we will leave the war, we trust 

you have read the history of the war, but we want 

to carry you back to take a little view of our 

country, how it was sixty one years past this day. 

Certainly before the Revolutionary War we rec-

ognized the government of Great Britain in all 

things reasonable and just, but by their crafty pol-

icy to keep us in subjugation to them, they had 

prohibited us from trading with any other nation 

but themselves, they had also prohibited us from 

manufacturing many articles very necessary for 

our prosperity, for our accommodations, and the 

growth of our country. 

    But we, who now have the happiness and the 

pleasure of speaking to you, have lived to see our 

shipping sail to every land, and also to behold 

our manufacturing flourishing far beyond what 

our hearts could then conceive. Look at our terri-

tory at that time, it then consisted of thirteen 

states. Now it is 26 states with a territory extend-

ing from the Atlantic to the Pacific Ocean . At 

the time of the Revolutionary War the number of 

our inhabitants was estimated at three million, 

now they are increased to more than twelve mil-

lion. Behold, Consider, and Wonder! Surely there 

was never a nation so greatly prospered, so great-

ly increased, so greatly blessed. Certainly O'Lord 

thou hast done these great things for us. There-

fore we would thank thee and be glad and rejoice 

this day.          

    Friends and fellow citizens we wish to carry 

you back once more sixty years and take if possi-

ble a more interesting view of the prosperity and 

happiness of our beloved country. I mean its im-

provements in the arts and sciences. Our country 

was then in a great degree destitute of schools, 

and our school teachers most deplorably ignorant 

of this profession, and our few schools almost 

without books. Well we the old men remember 

the want of education in our youth. But now be-

hold our schools, our academies, colleges and our 

seminaries of learning. See our books, our maps, 

our geographies and all our helps to learn, and 

bless the Lord for his great goodness to us as a 

highly favored people. And may we also praise 

him for all the improvements made in the me-

chanic arts since the Revolution, with how now 

less labor we get our clothing, and many of the 

necessities, commissaries, and comforts of life. 

And now young men, brothers and children, we 

the old soldiers of the Revolutionary War are 

fast leaving the stage of action and leave to call 

upon you to guard this dear bought freedom 

both civil and religious. Let no man or sect of 

men beguile you of your rights. Think for your-

selves, hear for yourselves, act for yourselves. 

Maintain your freedom for yourselves, and for 

your children, be slaves to no man or sect of 

men. We wish to empress this strongly on your 

mind. [notation on the side says, "let us repeat 

this".] And now at this time we the old soldiers 

of the Revolutionary War would take this op-

portunity to thank our common country, our 

rulers and all our fellow citizens for their boun-

ty to us in granting us a pension to help us 

through the short remains of life. 

    May God bless our country, and now consid-

er and behold what great things the Lord has 

done in our days, and also what he has done 

and is now doing in your days. He has freed 

America from the despotic possession of Kings, 

and he has raised up republic nations from Can-

ada and the Great Lakes through all North and 

South America, even to the Strait of Magellan, 

and Tierra del Fuego, and has given them the 

blessing of independence. May they prosper 

also, and the Lord be with them, even as he 

hath been with us. And now fellow citizens as 

we are the first and the oldest of these Ameri-

can nations, may we set them a bright example, 

may peace, harmony and Love dwell among us. 

And may the blessing of Almighty God be on 

us and on our children, and on our children's 

children to the thousandths generation, and give 

them this good land for inhabitance till time 

shall end. 

    End Notes: 1 the word "gill". A gill is gener-

ally a fluid measure equal to a US measure of 

1/2 cup or its equivalents. Cup dry or wet is 

still a cup by volume.

Under discussion will be both the French and English strategies on how to 

use the Indian nations 

    Our Guest Speaker 

Professor Woody Holton will conduct research at both the Huntington and Newberry Libraries in 2016-

2017. Currently he is the Los Angeles Times Distinguished Fellow at the Henry E. Huntington Library 

through 2016 and into 2017. He will then be a Newberry Library Fellow in the summer and fall of 2017 in 

Chicago. 

Professor Holton is a Professor of History at University of South Carolina where he teaches graduate semi-

nars on Colonial America and on the American Revolution. He received his B.A in English at University 

of Virginia and his Ph.D. in History at Duke University.  

In 2009, his book, Abigail Adams (New York: Free Press, 2009), written while on a Guggenheim Fellow-

ship, won the Bancroft Prize. That same year saw the publication of his book, Black Americans in the 

Revolutionary Era: A brief History with Documents (New York: Bedford-St. Martin’s, 2009).
